
This Week’s Early Literacy Skill: Print Awareness 
 

Print Awareness focuses on noticing print everywhere. Use board 
books with clear pictures; point to the picture and then show your baby 

the real object. This helps your child understand that pictures repre-
sent real things.  Later your baby will learn that print represents words 

that represent real things. 

Touch Your Nose  
(Tune: Mulberry Bush) 

 

Touch your nose, touch your chin.  
That’s the way this game begins. 
Touch your eyes, touch your knees, 
Now pretend you feel a breeze. (Blow gently on baby’s neck)

Touch your elbows where they bend, 
That’s the way this touch game ends.

These are baby’s fingers. (Gently touch baby’s fingers) 
These are baby’s toes. (Gently touch baby’s toes) 
This is baby’s belly button. (Point to baby’s belly button) 
Round and round it goes. (Trace a circle on baby’s belly)
