Letter Knowledge 
 

Words are composed of letters, each of which has its own symbol, name, and sound.  As children 
begin to realize the individuality of letters and can recognize some of those characteristics, they are 
developing the skill of letter knowledge.  Children often begin to acquire letter knowledge by recogniz-
ing the first letter in their own name. 

At home you can… 

 Let your child play with letter shapes, such as letter magnets on the refrigerator. 

 Sing the alphabet song together. 

 Point out letters on signs as you drive.
